I. Agenda – Beau Hanenberger made the motion. Ross Parker seconded. Approved 
II. Approval of Oct 10, 2017 minutes (No Quorum)

III. Riverwood Hills Water Looping Update – Joe
III. Stantec is scheduling the topographical survey within the next couple of weeks .

IV. Update of Regional Commission Study progress by Stantec – Joe / Ryland
IV. Joe shared the latest update regarding the meeting Ryland and Joe had today with Rochester Public Works
IV. The unincorporated area of Douglas is within area 30D and could be considered within the scope of the project. Sheila to follow up with the county regarding any information about these home individual septic systems in Douglas.

IV. Joe explained about the force mains from Pine Island through Oronoco to a regional WWTP located near the closed MPCA landfill off of 85th St NW. Flows from Oronoco Estates and areas of Rochester Northwest Territories would also flow to the Regional WWTP.
IV. Joe also explained the regional conveyance from Pine Island, Oronoco, Oronoco Estates and Northwest Territories to 55st NW. Should all the ultimate areas be filled, an increase in pipe size from 55th St NW to the Rochester WWTP on 37th Street would need to increased. This is in the 2040 and beyond time frame when flows increase above 10.0 MGD.

IV. Joe explained the reasoning for placing the regional WWTP in the closed landfill area and the discharge lines to the Middle Fork and/or South Fork Zumbro river.

IV. Rochester density rate 7.0 ERU/acr vs Oronoco which is ~2-3 ERU/acre.
IV. Stantec has had conversations with Pine Island engineering regarding proposed WWTP facilities and different phases for connecting portions of Pine Island to a regional WWTP or conveyance to Rochester.

IV. Joe requested feedback regarding Oronoco’s phases. Phase 1 is B, C, F, G, J and K. Keep D, E and H in Phase II within the next 20 years. Consider reviewing Phase II for possible inclusion into Phase I.

IV. Joe reviewed proposed Oronoco trunk sanitary sewer layout for lift stations #1 (Garden Park), #2 (River Park) and #3 (Riverwood Hills Park)

IV. Proposed draft of commission study – completed by mid-December. 
· Need to have a Oronoco/Pine Island Task Force meeting with Pine Island, Tuesday, Dec 12 in Pine Island at 6PM to share updates. Dec 13, Wednesday as a backup @ 6PM (Ryland is not available Dec 13). Sheila to follow-up with Pine Island.
· Plan for a Dec 19 update to Oronoco city council @ 6PM by Stantec with draft report.
· Plan for a joint meeting with Pine Island, Rochester and Oronoco Jan 9, 2018, backup date is January 10th, pending participation.
· Between Jan 9 and Feb 1, Rochester, Pine Island and Oronoco will be able to follow-up with questions/comments to Stantec with final comments.

IV. Final report completed by ~ February 1, 2018.This is the target date for the decision in the Final Report from Stantec’s study, who was commissioned by the city of Oronoco, to all parties involved.
