a. House Capital Investment Committee hearing on 2016 Capital Budget Request

Ryland drafted a letter and Randy Staver added comments that will be presented to the Oronoco City Council for approval before sending it to the Rochester City Council for review and response, if they support a regionalization approach or not at their meeting in late March.

a. Project Priority sheets were sent into Bill Dunn at MPCA before the March 4th deadline. MPCA will score the projects and come out with a preliminary list in August 2016.
a. Update on Income survey for B, C & F – update from Sheila as of 8 March 2016 
a. District B – 75% response.   67 of 89 responded. $55,000.00 median income
a. 76 needed for an 85% response rate

a. District C – 63% response.   27 of 43 responded. $55,645.00 median income

a. District F – 70% response.   31 of 44 responded. $65,994.00 median income.
