V. Surveying, Mapping and Soil Boring status – Joe 

V. Topographic work, soil borings (78) for the city infrastructure was completed in January 2020. A boring summary report from AET have been submitted to Stantec Engineering. 

V. About 30% of the property owner survey have been returned.  The surveys ask property owners various questions about their existing septic systems, basement elevation, plumbing configuration, etc. 

V. Still need to do soil borings for the WWTP location and the effluent/discharge line to the Middle Fork Zumbro river. This is dependent on receiving funding authorization from PFA to start the work.
