Added Randy Bartz for discussion of development on West Center Street after IV as V.
Approval Motion by Paul Jannetto, Seconded by Dylan Christopherson to accept agenda as amended. Approved. 
Approval of January 8, 2019 minutes. Motion to approve minutes by Paul Jannetto, Seconded by Ryland Eichhorst. Approved
MPCA / Olmsted County / Oronoco Annual SSTS MOU Update with Steve Oscarson (MPCA) and Don VanKeulen (Olmsted County Planning Department) 
Discuss Oronoco 2018 MOU Report
Joe reviewed the current project status and accomplishments in the last year regarding the Oronoco Wastewater project and the decision to pursue a regional WWTP for Oronoco and Oronoco Estates Mobile Home Community.
Ryland shared House and Senate bonding bill information for the $600,000 to meet the original $3.1 million request to be ‘shovel ready’ in 2020, pending legislative approval for funding for the project costs.
Steve had a couple of questions regarding Mathy construction property and the status of those meetings. Joe explained that Mathy has been cooperative and supportive regarding the potential purchase of their land.
Don VanKuelen is requesting winter months (December – March) water meter readings information for properties served with sewer through a community drain field.  The information is needed to see if community drain fields are treating more wastewater than they are designed and permitted to treat.  Follow-up with City Staff as needed.
Discuss possible MOU extension, per the MOU agreement it has to be determined within 12 months of the MOU, March 2020 deadline. If WWTP completion is done by Sept 2022, it could take 2 years, at least for everyone to connect to the system. Steve will review with his manager and respond with an email of the extension proposal MOU date to City Staff, Joe, Ryland and Don VanKeulan & County Planning Department.
Don shared the following maps for the city of Oronoco:
‘Permits/replacement of individual or subdivision community systems, 2010-2018’. Don noted that 49% of all city septic systems are in ‘Compliance”.
‘Compliance inspections completed and permits issued in 2018’.
In the process of obtaining – “Operating permit for community systems or for a State Disposal System Permit’.
Overall, the MOU report was well received and MPCA appears to be happy with the progress that has been done to date. 
Review of WWTP project – Joe 
Antidegradation report update/review 
Joe shared the latest information regarding the antidegradation report with Steve and Dan. We are anticipating comments soon, hopefully by or at the April 3rd meeting with MPCA officials.
Randy Bartz development at the end of 1st NW and West Center Street
Randy is interested in selling his property, 10 acres (+), to a developer and wanted some assurance that the property could be served by the proposed sewer and water infrastructure to be constructed in Phase 1A. The committee explained that he should consider approaching City staff and petition the City Council to request the property be included in Phase 1A, so water and sewer can be stubbed into the parcel. The water and sewer lines would then be looped between 1st St NW and West Center Street NW in conjunction with the development of the property. 
Riverwood Hills Looping Options and Easement review - Joe 
Joe shared the proposed water looping project lines between Valley View Rd and Sunny View LN SW. The sanitary sewer appears to run down the middle of the 20 ft Outlot from Valley View Rd SW toward Riverwood Hills Park. A 10 ft horizontal separation distance is required by MDH between the existing sanitary sewer main and the proposed watermain, so the water main would have to be located on the outlot property line. As a result, an easement from one of the properties that border the 20-feet wide Outlot would be needed to construct the water main.  The installation of the proposed watermain would be much simpler and less disruptive if it could be installed via horizontal directional drilling machine.  The use of horizontal directional drilling is contingent on there being no rock where the proposed water main is to be constructed.  If rock is present, extensive trenching to install the water main would be needed and this would be significantly more disruptive the neighboring property.
A motion was made by Ross Parker, seconded by Larry Stolp, that we recommend to the council that a topographic survey and soil borings along the 20 ft wide outlot connecting to Valley View Dr. SW be done at a cost not to exceed $2.500.00. This work would aid in determining where the water main could be installed and whether or not horizontal boring can be used vs an open trench installation.  Approved.
Review Proposed Water System Improvements - Joe 
Properties to be served and assessed in area C, along 1st St NW and West Center Street NW, were discussed.  The questions of whether to serve/assess undeveloped and sub-dividable lots, whether or how to differentiate between residential, commercial and multi-family parcels were discussed.
The committee discussed the properties along the south side of West Center Street NW, as to whether they should be served with water and sewer because the laterals for both systems would be installed along their frontage. The committee discussed and there was a consensus that these owners should be served as part of Phase 1A but, could option out and/or differ service until Phase 1B in approximately 10 years is implemented. More discussion to follow when the feasibility report is completed in March/April and presented for council review.
