III. Some concerns from the Cedar Woodlands 1 group are the access / utility easement paths that would be used for construction vehicles and maintenance vehicles after construction is completed. 
III. Question regarding the need for a sampling station for the discharge flow. Would that be located near the discharge to the river or some other location? More follow up is needed from the Stantec wastewater engineering group.

III. River Bend – HOA

III. Continuing discussion between committee and members of the public regarding the need for the proposed improvements, the environmental benefits, and the impact on the outlot and adjacent properties.  Specific areas of concern were the extent of planned mature tree harvest (~50%) within designated area and impact of construction on properties adjacent to the access point.  Also seems highly likely that the TP credits generated by the riverbank stabilization project will become unnecessary within the first NPDES permit cycle, possibly even within the first year (pending completion of the TMDL process and redistribution of the phosphorous allocation within the Zumbro watershed).  Also, some discussion around the role of the River Bend HOA in the process.  City wants to assure the HOA that the intent is to be a "responsible partner" and present a fully developed plan for the improvements and restoration of the site once construction is complete.  However, the developer is still listed as the property title holder and will likely be responsible party to  enter into an agreement with the City.  No committee action was required.
