III. Submitted the revised document for review by MPCA. A phosphorous agreement is necessary before the Antidegradation Alternatives Analysis can be completed or an NPDES permit can be issued. 

III. Phosphorous trading agreement

III. Byron – declined participation.

III. Kasson – Joe and Ryland to meet Friday, May 17, 2019, to discuss the possibility of a phosphorus trading agreement
III. Point-to-Non point possibility for phosphorous credits
III. Joe has identified three (3) areas along the Middle Fork Zumbro river for a possible Point to Non-Point phosphorous credits project:
III. Outlot A behind Cedar Woodlands

III. River Park – next to the trail along the path between River Park and Cedar Woodland developments

III. River Bend – along the bank next to the HOA area on the North side of the development.

III. Stantec met with Bruce Henningsgaard (MPCA staff) to review the three sites:  Bruce indicated that the sites appeared to be good candidates for streambank stabilization and development of TP trading credits.
III. Soil samples were taken at each site and sent to a laboratory in Iowa to determine the phosphorous content.  Stantec will use this information as part of the calculation to estimate the annual amount of soil erosion and associated TP pollution that ends up into the Zumbro River as a result of streambank erosion.  This information could then be used to calculate the phosphorous credits that would be produced to offset the proposed TP discharge from the proposed Regional WWTF.
IV. Riverwood Hills Looping Options and Easement review 
IV. Topographic survey results off of Valley View Drive
IV. Joe shared the topographic survey drawing. See attached topographical drawing and Feb 11, 2019, Water Main Looping Feasibility Report.
IV. Sewer line currently extends through the center of the 20 ft wide Outlot A off of Valley View Dr. SW to Riverwood Hills park area. The total length of the proposed PVC water line is 1,585 ft. from Valley View Rd SW to Sunny View Ln SW.
IV. Propose to place watermain 10 feet East of the sewer line, which is the minimum required separation distance from a water line.
IV. Propose 5 feet wide permanent easement and a 10-foot wide temporary easement needed for an open trench, if needed.  The proposed easement would extend along the east side of Outlot A where it connects to Valley View Road SW
IV. Soil borings are scheduled for Friday, May 17. Ryland and Dan Howard to touch base with both residents before Friday, May 17.
