· MOU and Olmsted County Sewer Ordinance
· Joe reported that the Rochester city council approved the SSTS and MOU agreement – signed and delivered to the county committee with fourteen revisions that was presented by Township Cooperative Planning Association (TCPA) committee. Approval pending with revisions. Joe Palen will contact John Harford at the county for clarification of Tuesday public hearing activity. 
· Alternative sites for an Oronoco Wastewater Treatment Plant
· Joe presented the alternative sites with the city council. Council made a motion to table alternative sites until there is more information from the Task Force proposal from Pine Island approach. Joe did talk to the Riverwood developer about site location #6 on 100th street NW and they indicated they were not interested in having a waste water treatment plant that would stifle Riverwood development. No additional action at this time.
· Update on Project Priority Application for Areas C & F
· Project Priority List (PPL) applications for District C and F have been prepared by Joe and Sheila to submit to the MPCA by March 6th, 2015. Having Oronoco mentioned in the County Water Plan gives more points to this application. Goal is to get on the PPL so the City of Oronoco can apply for these two Districts. Sheila explained the scoring and impact of houses/septic systems within the Districts C and F. 60 to 70% of the septic systems in C & F are failing to protect ground water, per the scoring by Don VanKeulen at Olmsted County Planning Department. PPL applications will be scanned and sent in tomorrow by Sheila. 
· Sewer Project Task timeline / Flowchart. 
· Joe received approval by city council to develop a timeline/flow chart for both options-Orocono WWTP and Joint Regionalization Project with Pine Island. He presented a high level overview to the committee. Joe will work on the timeline chart and come back to the committee with those milestones at the next committee meeting March 10.
· Joint project with Pine Island using a grant from the Regional Sustainable Development Partnership (RSDP)
· Question of Oronoco’s rates and how much they would be – good question and needs to be reviewed with the Task Force or at least identified as a question that needs to be answered in the near future. 
· Erin Meier, Regional Sustainability Development Project, Executive Director, indicated that a researcher is still being pursued with the university. Sheila to contact Karen Doll to develop the joint task force committee with Pine Island.
· Newsletter Article
· Newsletter article due tomorrow for the Oronoco Quarterly Newsletter. Sheila to respond with reference to the two different considerations regarding the Waste Water Treatment options – Oronoco or Pine Island studies.
· Other agenda items
· Question regarding hookup costs-can we identify those costs? Assessing of those costs are dependent on the amount of funding received. Assessments for hookups cannot exceed the increased value of the home, based on the state statue 429. All assessments would be based over a 20 year period.
· Trish will contact Charlie Fried regarding his continual participation on the Water & Sewer committee.
· Joe Palen has agreed to obtain Sewer Agreements from other cities in the region that have regional systems, i.e., Kasson -  Mantorville, Plainview - Elgin, St. Charles-Dover-Eyota, for reference.
