-MOU and Olmsted County Sewer Ordinance
Joe Palen shared the latest status of the MOU letter. County public hearing is Feb 17th and possible adoption of the SSTS ordinance and our MOU. A request from MPCA requesting reason for District C and F be added to District B. MPCA had accepted C and F into the MOU with District B.
How will the Q and A be shared with the citizens of Oronoco? Per Joe it could be shared via a link on Oronoco’s Facebook page, web site at the appropriate time in the next couple of months. City to incorporate the SSTS ordiance and MOU via a link for sharing when it is finally adopted by the county. 
Concern is to make sure the citizens of Oronoco are aware of the SSTS ordinance and Oronoco’s MOU. After the ordinance is adopted by the county, citizens need to have their system inspected before a sale of their property. If the system needs updating the MOU would take effect and allow the 5 year time period for updating. Hopefully, the city will have a Waste Water Treatment Plant in operation or in process.
MPCA suggest’s that Project Priority applications be submitted to MPCA for District C and F. Joe and Sheila would work to develop the applications for the MPCA. Need to be completed by March 6, 2015 and sent to the MPCA.
-Alternative sites for Oronoco Waste Water Treatment Plant
Joe reviewed the six possible sites for possible Oronoco WWTP per the attached spread sheet he developed. He discussed the 12 criteria for the 6 sites – flat land, ¼ radius to developments, less rock, if possible, downstream of where the two forks of the Zumbro river flow, availability for access, future development, etc.. Future development is to the south of Oronoco and would be better for gravity flow without having to pump more than necessary. 
Site #1 – in original Facility Plan shared April 2014. One concern is the environmental impact to the area. Will have to build a road for access.
Site #2 – next to Cedar Woodlands development. Good access to gravity flow for southern development. Would have to build a road for access.
Site #3 - lot of development-residential and commercial around the site. 2600 ft from the river. Very visible to the public viewing.
Site #4 - located in the center of town and is supposedly designated as a ‘public square’. 
Site #5 – located on the north edge of Oronoco next to the RV commercial development. Long distance to the river for the confluent flow. 
Site #6 – located on the north side of 100th st. across from the equestrian center. River Wood drive street is plotted close through this area. Good gravity flow from the city and southern development. Access would be available from 100 St. NW.
Site #4 by the church is the least desirable, as well as, #3 and #5. 
Site #1 and #2 seem to the most desirable. Site #6 is a possible with the development to the south. Ryland suggested possible site #6 on the south side of 100th street, possibly by 60th Ave NW.
Trish likes #2 and #3. Larry and Ross like #1 and #2. Brian likes #1, #2, #6 and #7. Ryland likes #1, #2, #6 and #7. #7 is the designation for the connection to Pine Island.
Committee consensus - #1, #2, #6 and #7 (Pine Island) for consideration to the council.
-Legislative bill HF81 introduced by Rep. Quam
Rep. Quam has proposed HF81 for rural municipality renovation. We will follow it thru the legislative committee’s. Will keep it on the radar. See attached link.
